Synthesis of Pedestrian Infrastructure Assessment Practices
There are currently several pedestrian infrastructure models and data collection practices in use across the country.  Examples range from sidewalk inventories to pedestrian level of service models. This project would review existing pedestrian infrastructure models and develop standard data collection methods that would support these models in a GIS framework.  This would allow for more effective planning and evaluation of pedestrian facilities. State and local transportation agencies, MPOs, and other local data providers would be the primary audiences.
